Showcasing Our Successes
· Arthur Hill High School was recognized for 100 years of continuous membership in the North Central Association Commission on Accreditation and School Improvement. NCA co-chairs received the award at the 109th Annual Meeting in Chicago in March.

· Published works in 2004, by Arthur Hill staff, included the following: Arthur Hill News/history teacher Mike Puffpaff published a book, "Maiden Michigan" consisting of 12 stories based on people he had written about while an Iosco County news reporter, plus poetry. The books were published by AH's Lumberjack Press and printed by the Saginaw Public Schools printing department. George Granlund, technology education teacher, had two articles published in “techdirections”, a trade magazine. Both featured Arthur Hill students including photos.

· Teacher of the Year Awards were plentiful this year. Kieran Astley received the Saginaw Valley Teacher of the Year 2004 Award. Kieran teaches social studies at Arthur Hill and holds high expectations for critical thinking in his classroom.  Wal-Mart recognized Pam Thompson as the Teacher of the Year 2004. Pam is the science department chair. Her award brought 1,000 dollars to the school and will be spent on science materials. Language Arts and School Quality Team co-chair, Thomas Grange, earned the Sam’s Club Teacher of the Year 2004 award and another 1,000 dollars for the school, to be spent on language arts materials. Social studies teacher, George  (Geordie) Wilson earned a 2004 Crystal Apple award, which led to more community recognition. The Saginaw Exchange Club recognized Geordie as their Educator of the Year 2004. Congratulations to all.

· This year’s grant recipient of the HP Technology Grant was none other than Arthur Hill High School science department. The grant valued at over 25,000 dollars will provide a team of science teachers advanced technology.

· The Arthur Hill Parent Advisory Council provided 5,000 dollars to our school. The Technology Committee received 1,500 dollars to purchase Studio MX 2004, Another 1,500 dollars was provided for additional security cameras to improve school safety and 500 dollars was given to each class, Class of 2004, 2005, 2006 and 2007. Hoorah for PAC!

· Our Varsity Baseball and both Girls’ and Boys’ Varsity Basketball teams finished with successful seasons and brought out Arthur Hill fans.

· The AH Instrumental Music program had another productive year.  The Lumberjack Marching Band Earned a Division II Rating, which is an Excellent Rating, at the MSBOA Marching Band Festival this past October.  It is the first time in over 19 years that the Lumberjack Marching Band Represented the SPSD at this festival. Jacob Kohut and Stephan Jahn earned a division I rating, which is a superior performance, at the MSBOA Solo and Ensemble Festival. Jacob Kohut earned a Division I rating with his Saxophone Solo at the District and State Level.  He was rated as one of the top Saxophone soloists in the State of Michigan.

· The Arthur Hill Indoor Competitive Winter Drumline went undefeated in the Michigan Color Guard Circuit and won their second State Title In MCGC Independent A Percussion.  They also took first at the WGI East Regional In Dayton, Ohio.

· U.S. history and journalism students wrote 800 letters this school year to servicemen in the Middle East and in boot camp. A number of them were AH graduates, parents and brothers of students who wrote back and sent pictures. Three stopped in to meet with students. 

· Selected World War II diorama projects were donated to the Saginaw Army National Guard armory for display. Students also received insight from Master Sgt. Troy Stewart who shared his experience serving on security for President Bill Clinton, and Arno Williams who was a sniper din Vietnam.  Marines also helped with an in-house boot camp experience where students practiced first aid, camouflage and using military code and the Vietnamese language to communicate.  
· The AH Instrumental Music Program traveled to Virginia Beach to perform at the Festival of Excellence Music Competition, and earned an Excellent rating. They won first place as the best ensemble. They also earned a Performance of Excellent Trophy for their attention to detail and great rehearsal with their clinician, Dr. Quincey Hilliard from LSU.
