Do Nows

Do Nows are a warm up activity that will be given at the beginning of class every day.  Do Nows will not be given to students who are absent or tardy, unless it is a school related absence.  Do Nows will not be given to students who are in violation of the dress code.  Do Nows will be graded at the end of each week.

Assignments:

An assignment must be turned in at the time it is collected during class.  Late work is not accepted.  Homework quizzes will be given on a weekly basis.  Quizzes over the lessons will be given on a weekly basis.  Tests will be given at the end of each chapter.  Students who score below 70% on lesson quizzes and chapter tests are expected to attend tutoring and redo the test until a score of at least 70% is earned, At the end of each marking period, a testlet will be given over the material covered during that marking period.  Students must pass all 3 testlets and/or the semester final in order to receive credit for the class.

Make-up work

If you are absent the day an assignment is due, then it is due the day you return.  It is your responsibility to find out what material was covered by checking Skyward, asking a friend, or asking me. Please write ABSENT and the date you were absent on the assignment, otherwise it will be considered late and it will not be accepted.  Quizzes and tests can be made-up after school or during lunch by appointed.

Passes

Each student will be allowed three and only three passes per marking period.  Any unused passes will each count as extra credit points at the end of the marking period.  You are responsible for your pass must have it in order to use it.  You may be denied the use of a pass for any reason.  

Skyward:

Your login and password for the Skyward Gradebook program are the same as your school computer login.  You or your parents will be required to check your current math grade on Skyward at least once a week.  You may do this at home or here at school (or anywhere with internet access).  This is to be kept in the front of your notebook and signed by a parent or guardian on a weekly basis.  Unsigned Skyward papers will receive half credit, as will late papers.

Notebooks:
