Grading

Grades will be based on the number of points you earn divided by the total number of points possible.  You will earn points through homework, group work, tests, quizzes, projects, and Do Nows.

Letter grades will be assigned as follows:

Homework  

For full credit, you must turn in your homework when it is requested on the assigned day.  Late work is not accepted.  It is expected that every student attempt to do his/her homework to the best of their ability.   Homework is a learning tool, therefore, you may redo problems that were done incorrectly for full credit after they have been corrected and returned.  Students who have receive 90% or higher on their previous tests do not have to turn in their homework.  However, it is recommended that students do their homework in order to get an A on their next test.

Make-up work

If you are absent the day an assignment is due, then it is due the day you return.  It is your responsibility to find out what material was covered by checking Skyward, asking a friend, or asking me. Missed worksheets are kept in a make-up folder on my desk.  I also keep a notebook of any notes that were covered. Please write ABSENT and the date you were absent on the assignment, otherwise it will be considered late and not accepted.  I will not give out make-up work if you have more than 10 unexcused absences.

Do Nows

Do Nows are a warm up activity that will be given at the beginning of class every day.  Do Nows will not be given to students who are absent or tardy, unless it is a school related absence. Students who are in violation of the dress code will not be given credit for that day’s Do Now.  Do Nows will be graded at the end of each week.

Skyward

Your login and password for the Skyward Gradebook program are the same as your school computer login.  It is recommended that you check Skyward often.  You can check it anywhere with internet access.

Passes

Each student will be allowed five passes per marking period.  Any unused passes at the end of the marking period will each count as three extra credit points.  You may be denied the use of a pass for any reason.  

Attendance

It is imperative that you attend class every day.  As an extra incentive, students who have less than three absences for the semester will not have to do a take-home portion of the final exam.  All students will have to take the in-class portion of the exam.  Students with more than three absences will have to take both the take-home and in-class portions of the exam.
