THE HISTORY OF CINCO de MAYO

Most people think
that May 5. (Cinco de
Mayo) marks the day of
Mexico’s Independence
Day; but it’s actually Sep-
tember 16, which is the
most important national
patriotic holiday in Mexi-
co. The holiday commem-
orates an initial victory
of Mexican forces led by
General Ignacio Zaragoza
Seguin over French forces
in the Battle of Puebla on
May 5, 1862. However,
this Mexican victory at
Puebla only delayed the
French invasion of Mex-
ico City; a year later, the
French occupied Mexico.
The French occupying
forces placed Maximilian
I, Emperor of Mexico on
the throne of Mexico. The
French were eventually
defeated and expelled in

1867. Maximilian was ex-
ecuted by President Beni-
to Juarez five years after
the Battle of Puebla. In
the In the United States,
Cinco de Mayo has taken
on a significance beyond
that in Mexico, Commer-
cial interests in the United
States have capitalized on
the celebration, advertis-
ing Mexican products and
services, with an emphasis
on beverages, foods, and
music. The date is perhaps
best recognized in the
United States as a date to
celebrate the culture and
experiences of Americans
of Mexican ancestry. This
holiday is observed by
many Americans regard-
less of ethnic origins,
especially in cities and
states where there is a
large population of Mexi-
can ancestry. Although it
is not an official holiday,
many cities with large

populations of Mexican
ancestry honor the day
as a symbolic represen-
tation of Mexican pride
and as a representa-
tion of a culture that
blends both Mexican
and American roots. In
